GROWING WITH GOD

Read , , & aloud and go over your sermon notes with
one another. (Answer all or some of the questions)

Pastor Jason told us if we have been saved then we’ve been called into ministry. Many times
people think that only church leaders/staff have been called or are working in ministry when in
reality, everything we do is people-related. No matter what business you’re in or what product you
sell, at the root of what you do will always be people. This may be a different perspective for you.

e How is God calling you to do ministry in your own life?

* Why do you think many Christians feel that they can’t or don’t want to discuss their ministry/

testimony with others?
 How has your testimony (spoken or unspoken) influenced someone else?

Complaining and bickering can be commonplace anywhere from work, home, a coffee shop with
friends, and on vacation. This was experienced in the early church when conflict developed over
capacity issues due to rapid growth. In the emerging Gospel movement, a simple administrative
oversight developed and as a result, there were complaints.
¢ Talk about your own on-going journey of transformation from being self-centered (only
seeing your own needs) to being Christ-centered (always seeing opportunity to take care of
the needs of others).
¢ Was there an episodic event that changed your perspective?
* How often do you discover yourself going back and forth between the impulse to focus on
yourself and the desire to focus on others?

Pastor Jason touches on Acts 6:2 “So the Twelve gathered all the disciples together and said, “It
would not be right for us to neglect the ministry of the word of God in order to wait on tables”.
He mentions that this not saying that the concern of the believers and taking care of the widows
was below them. It was an important ministry that needed great attention. The Apostles displayed
a healthy boundary in service and ministry by acknowledging that they needed to select other
believers to take on this ministry so they could do what God has called them to do and do it well.
* Share with the group if you’ve ever experienced ministry burn-out because you took on
more than what God has called you to do.
¢ Share your thoughts on what could have happened if the Disciples took on both the ministry
of feeding and caring for the widows as well as their God-given calling of the “ministry of
the word of God”.
